Do we not need teaching or instruction because we have the holy
spirit? (What was John trying to communicate here)

John talks about the appearance of Jesus in 28-29. How come
confidence is so important for believers?

What comes to mind when you hear the word "lavished" and how that is
tied to God's love?

What does John mean when he says no one born of God will continue to
sin? We certainly still struggle with sin so does that mean we are not truly
Christians?
