As a group, summarize the passage,
and as you do so note any observations, questions, and exciting insights you
found while reading through the text. What jumped out at you? What was
something you noticed now that you didn't see before?

e What do you think Jesus means when he says, 'l AM the light of the world?'

o Can anyone comment on the significance of Jesus making this
announcement during the feast of booths in the temple treasury?

e How do you think light frames the context of judgment in 8:14-16

e How does the discussion on "light" give context to the Pharisees' question

"Where is your father?"
