* Notice how the text breaks at verses 12-14 to signal a poetic portion of
the text. Notice the poem's flow—the repetition of children, fathers, and
young men. The shift from "I am writing"to "I write" As you look at these
verses, what is significant about this poem? Does John forget the
women?

e What does a love of the world look like? How do we, as followers of Jesus,
love the world more than God?

o What is the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes, and the boastful
pride of life?

e Explain verse 17. How does one do the will of God? How do we know

what his will is?
