Have someone read Zechariah 13:7. Why does Matthew link this passage in

Zecharaiah to the story in Matthew?

Peter so desperately wants to please Jesus, so much as even to deny his claim

that he would "run away."  Why does Matthew include this detail? What does

this say about Peter and his discipleship? 

What stands out to you about Jesus's prayer? What does Jesus mean when he

talks about the spirit being willing but the flesh is weak? 

As we approach Easter, this week we reflect on Jesus's passion and his journey

toward the cross. How are you taking the time this week to be mindful of what

Jesus has done for us?

Where do you specifically need prayer where your flesh is weak?
