Compare and contrast the two treasures in verses 19-20.

How have you experienced the truth of verse 21?

In what ways is the treasure we find in Jesus better than

other treasures?

Just as setting our eyes and hearts on Jesus and His

heavenly treasure brings light (verses 22), so setting

ourselves on earthly treasure brings darkness (verses 23).

How have you seen this reality play out in the world and

your own life?

Which master do you serve (verse 24)? What makes it hard

to love and be devoted to God instead of money? 

Verses 25-34 focus on possessions and worry. How are

earthly treasures and anxiety related? 

How should God's care for creation affect our temptation

to worry about our needs? 

Rather than seeking earthly things (verse 32), what should

our focus be (verse 33)? What might it look like to seek His

kingdom and righteousness today and this coming week? 
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
