e What does it look like to purify yourself from what is dishonorable? Why is
spiritual formation an essential part of being in ministry?

e From a pastoral standpoint, what is the wisdom behind not engaging in foolish
and ignorant disputes that lead to quarrels?

* Why do you think gentleness is an essential quality for how we instruct and
lead?
