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Allegories and lypes

o Biblical allegories often use literal history to demonstrate a deeper
meaning or foreshadow a more important event
(e.g., Galations 4:21-32).

e Destruction of Sodom by fire and the subsequent smoke
foreshadow a future judgment of the wicked.

* A typeis a model (or shadow) of some reality which is yet to
appear, a prototype of that which is yet to be developed or
revealed.

* A biblical type is borrowed from the Greek word tOmoc (e.g.,
Romans 5:14) which is a mark formed by a blow or impression
(e.g., on a coin), hence a figure image.

* An antitype (avtitumo) is a thing resembling another, its counterpart.
