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The Great Isaiah Scroll

One of original seven Dead Sea

Scrolls discovered in Qumran in 1947.

Largest and best preserved (25 feet).
Contains all 66 chapters.
Dating from 125 BC.

1000 years older than any other
Hebrew Biblical Manuscript at the
time of discovery.

Around 20 additional copies of Isaiah
found, 6 pesharim (commentaries),
and many other Isaiah quotations in
other scrolls.

For he grew up before him like a young plant,
and like a root out of dry ground,
he had no form or majesty that we should look at him,
and no beauty that we should desire him.
He was despised and rejected by men,
a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief;
and as one from whom men hide their faces
he was despised, and we esteemed him not.



Physically Healing
Matthew 8:14-17, Isaiah 53:4

And when Jesus entered Peter's house, he saw his
mother-in-law lying sick with a fever. He touched her
hand, and the fever left her, and she rose and began to
serve him. That evening they brought to him many who
were oppressed by demons, and he cast out the
spirits with a word and healed all who were sick. This
was to fulfill what was spoken by the prophet Isaiah:
"He took our illnesses and bore our diseases.”



Vicarious, Substitutionary Atonement

He committed no sin, neither was deceit found in his
mouth. When he was reviled, he did not revile in
return; when he suffered, he did not threaten, but

wounds you have been healed. For you were straying
like sheep, but have now returned to the Shepherd
and Overseer of your souls.

He was oppressed, and he was afflicted,

(Matthew 27:12-14),

and completely silent before Herod
(Luke 23:6-12)

By oppression and judgment he was taken away;

that he was cut off out of the land of the living,
stricken for the transgression of my people?
And they made his grave with the wicked
and with a rich man in his death,
although he had done no violence,
and there was no deceit in his mouth.

The Guilt Oftering
lsalan 53:10-12

Yet it was the will of the Lord to crush him;
he has put him to grief;
when his soul makes an offering for guilt,
he shall see his offspring, he shall prolong his days;
the will of the Lord shall prosper in his hand.
Out of the anguish of his soul he shall see and be satisfied,
by his knowledge shall the righteous one, my servant,
make many to be accounted righteous,
and he shall bear their iniquities.
Therefore | will divide him a portion with the many,
and he shall divide the spoil with the strong,
because he poured out his soul to death
and was numbered with the transgressors;
yet he bore the sin of many,
and makes intercession for the transgressors.
