Christ died on a Roman cross... a brutal, horrific, shameful form of execution.

« for our sins... took our penalty of death, substituted himself for us.

+ according to the Scriptures... prophesied, intentional, plan on God

* He was buried... he really died and was placed in a sealed tomb

« He was raised... He was resurrected on the 3rd day... all our hopes are pinned on this.

Secondary, Tertiary : Eschatological views, Gifts of Holy Spirit, etc...

Error 1 : Making secondary doctrines central (creating controversy by quarreling over words 1 Tim 6:4,5)
Error 2 : Marking primary teaching secondary (e.g.; Bodily resurrection not emphasized 1 Cor 15:12-)
