e Psalm 22 writes of the events of The Cross a 1000 years before they occur.

 While David certainly had experienced suffering, abandonment, and at times lived on the brink of death, this Psalm
certainly transcends the events of David’s lite.

Recovering the Supernatural
Worldview of the Bible

 The Bashan was home to a variety of Canaanite deities
e Baal-Hermon located near Mt Hermon was a center of Baal worship

» Giant Amorite King Og, defeated by the Israelites (Numbers 21, Deuteronomy 3) was a remnant of the Rephaim (Joshua 12:4)

« Jeroboam set up one of his golden calves in Dan (1 Kings 12:28-30) “Behold your gods, O Israel, who brought you up out of
the land of Egypt.”

e Jesus grew up on the edge of this territory in Capernaum

» The people who walked in darkness have seen a great light; those who dwelt in a land of deep darkness on them has light
shone. Isaiah 9:2

Common Explanation

* This was the moment the sin of the world was placed on Christ, for
he became sin. (2 Corinthians 5:21

Alternative explanation

e Jesus was quoting the first verse of a well known Psalm that would reveal His fultillment as the
suffering Messiah.

* The details of what was happening were described 1000 years earlier!

e |n fact, Psalm 22:24 specifically states that “He [YHWY] has not despised or abhorred the
affliction of the afflicted.”




SO why forsaken?

e Jesus, our great High Priest orews 3:14-26), is identifying with us in our human
emotion — when we are in extreme suffering it seems as it God has forsaken us.

* The answer, according to Psalm 22 is “/ have not forsaken you!”

* The crowd thinks “He has lost, He is forsaken” — quite the opposite! He was won, and
Jesus’ High Priestly prayer in John 17 has been answered — He in One with the Father!
